Six safety pins.

Six medium-sized (approximately 12cm x 12cm) individually wrapped sterile un-
medicated wound dressings.

Two large (approximately 18cm x 18cm un-medicated wound dressings).

One pair of disposable gloves.
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NB. Tablets or medicines are not kept in the first aid box.
